Brief introduction: The four key elements of language are listening, speaking, reading, and writing. Culture in fact plays an important part in all languages, however the cultural component of language is mostly implicit. When learning a new language, it is also important to understand the culture of the language you are learning. Language forms a profound part of our identity, and is a significant component of social practice. Language and culture are intertwined, and should be recognised as the fifth element in teaching language.

Short Bio: Dr Andrew Zint earned his PhD from Curtin University Graduate School of Business in 2010. Dr Zint’s PhD was on cross-cultural business negotiations.
